 Now that the holiday season is upon 

us and we are looking forward to decora-

tions around the park, I would like to 

thank all residents who helped in decorat-

ing the clubhouse. Job well done. 

 I would also like to thank the 35 to 40 

residents who represented the park by 

attending the Planning Board meeting on 

Thursday night, November 19th with our 

park manager, Alena, Jim Culver and 

myself. We felt that it was important to 

demonstrate our opposition to the "X-

treme Social Club" which will be opening 

on US 1 just north of the urgent care cen-

ter adjacent to our entrance. I explained 

to the Planning Board that people in our 

community have lived here in peace and 

serenity for many years during their re-

tirement and go to sleep early. We are 

concerned about the noise from music 

and cars in their parking lot which adjoins 

our west-side property line. The club will 

be open until 2 AM every night and until 

12 midnight on Sundays. 

  The Planning Board explained that 

they had no right to deny the building of 

the social club in this location since the 

zoning is appropriate. The only reason 

that this issue has come before the board 

is because the owners have now re-

quested a beer and wine license. It 

seemed to me that the board would have 

been ready to approve the request, but 

with the help of Gertie Novak, Lise 

Demers, Gisele Symonds, Madeleine 

Fenwick, and Bob Kendzierski I was able 

to present a petition opposing the club, 

signed by 289 residents. 

  The Planning Board agreed to hold 

this item over until their next meeting on 

January 21st at 6PM. They suggested 

that we meet with the owners' represen-

tative at our clubhouse so that they could 

better explain to all residents what they 

are actually planning. We will try to 

schedule this meeting in early January. 

 It has come to my attention that the 

gates to the storage area have been left 

open during the day and at night. There 

have been reports of missing tools and 

other items. I'm asking all residents who 

use the storage area to please lock the 

gates when they leave...even during day-

light hours.

 The meeting was called to order at 11:30 AM and was 

opened with Deputy Davis reporting on crimes in the area 

and stressed the need for caution in our daily lives.  He 

spoke about scam artists, internet scams, credit card 

identity theft, urged all to lock home doors and car doors 

at all times.  Be alert of your surroundings, donôt shop 

alone.  He suggested if you answer your door or even in 

your car, have ñ911" programmed into your cell phone 

and if need be, push talk and talk to your assailant, giving 

clues to the 911 operator so the assailant can be appre-

hended.  Donôt leave valuables on the seat of your car, 

gifts, purses, etc.  He also explained how to use an ñair 

hornò if you are suspicious of wrong doing.  Three long 

blasts is the world wide signal of distress.  They may be 

purchased at any marine supply place. 

 He also indicated that in the near future, the Sheriffôs 

Department will be seeking volunteer bus monitors to 

monitor for pedophiles and child molesters at school bus 

stops, to be initiated by the Crime Prevention Unit (871-

5303)
