Letôs make 2010 the best year ever! 

 I am requesting your help in our effort to preserve 
the appearance of the community. All of our residents 
have an obligation to the neighborhood to maintain the 
environment that led them here to live at Tropical Isles. 

 The following are a few Rules applicable to all resi-
dents of the Community. 

1. Residents are responsible for the overall appear-
ance of the mobile home site.  Sites shall be kept orderly, 
neat, clean, mold free and free of litter. 

 Please put away items that you donôt use.  Bags of 
mulch and soil have been stored next to several houses 
for quite some time.  It needs to be moved to your store 
room until you are ready to install it. 

2. Carports and Patio Areas: 

 Carports should be kept neat and clean at all times 
to preserve the attractive appearance of our Community.  
Carports are for automobiles, and other approved vehi-
cles, including golf carts and bicycles.  Carports are not to 
be used as storage areas for household, construction, or 
yard work items. 

 Patio furniture, barbeque equipment, bicycles, a gar-
bage can, and a small storage cabinet, all of which can 
be moved indoors during a hurricane or emergent disas-
ter, are the only items permitted outside of a mobile 
home. Some of the carports in our community need to be 
cleaned and items stored away. 

3. Lawns, trees and shrubs: 

 Residents are responsible for all costs for watering, 
weeding, and replacement of the lawn by sod, plug or 
grass seed. Several yards need attention and possible 
sod replacement.
