By now you should have received a postcard from
Tropical Isles Co-op's office announcing that the financial
report for the fiscal year-end 2009 is completed. If you

We hope that you like our new landscaping at the
front entrance. This project took little bit longer than we
anticipated. With the long winter months, the availability
of plants at the nurseries was greatly diminished and we
had to wait for some warmer weather. Landscaping and
the cold weather just don't agree. This cold winter was
the most severe we have experienced in about 20 years.
Multiple freezing temperatures have caused major
stresses to be placed on the landscape plants and trees.

Many plants including trees and palms may take sev-
eral weeks to show signs of damage now. Furthermore,
recovery from the cold may take months for some plants
and trees. Some of the actions we may have to take in-
clude delaying normal pruning or fertilization so that fur-
ther stress is not placed on the plants. We have to be
especially careful at this time not to make hard pruning
cuts and let the plants recover. Therefore, everyone will
notice a decline in the appearance of the landscaping
materials and also higher prices because the nurseries
are affected also.

All of the users of the RV/Boat storage area, please
contact our office.
