As | begin my third year as president, | want to ac-
knowledge and thank Ginny Young, Lou Swistara and
Jim Culver who served along with me for the past two
years; Marilyn McAfee and Don Hebert who have com-
pleted one year on the board, and newly elected member
Jim Moren, who filled the board vacancy when George
Russell resigned last year.

The board has accomplished many vital and impor-
tant goals during the last two years: Our cash position
today is what it was before we had to purchase the model
homes from Roger Shackett for $200,000 in 2009. Unlike
what happened in 2008, this board did NOT spend con-
tingency funds to replace monies lost due to unpaid rents
or to fund legal expenses.

We have fulfilled another one of our fiduciary duties
by purchasing adequate insurance. For the first time, the
co-op is covered by vital umbrella insurance. The board is
currently working on documenting all past insurance poli-
cies and issues.

We have replaced the original management compa-
nies and financial advisors with highly qualified local
firms who are not only more accessible to us and provide
better service, but are less expensive.

Firm of Sun Realty. Your Co-op was not one day without
a sales office during the turnover. Results have been tre-
mendous in this challenging market.

Today we have other challenges facing us: Lake lev-
els have been falling due to the dry season. The artesian
well in the RV storage area is now filling the environ-
mental lake. The water has been running for two weeks,
the level has come up about 6 inches, and it will eventu-
ally start flowing into the other lakes. Lake level is impor-
tant for appearances, for fish and wildlife, and for water-
ing the common areas.

By April of this year we will need to bring the Hot Tub
up to the guidelines required by the Virginia Baker Act.
We will need to change the filtration system to a gravity
fed filtration system. The cost, with engineering, is esti-
mated to be $25,000 to $30,000.

In late January, we had a leak in the ceiling of the
board room. The roof has been inspected and repaired in
the past. It is old and will need replacement or additional
repairs at best in the near future.

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In the year 2012 we will need to bring our swimming
pool and hot tub up to meet the American with Disabilities
Act requirements. We will need to provide handicapped
access to both the pool and the hot tub.

Buildings and Grounds is going to be talking to
paving contractors to set up a plan for re-paving our roads
in the future.

As the inventory of homes for sale in the park shrinks,
Wes Crawford of Sun Realty hopes to start raising prices.
Wes is trying to find a way to place a model home here at
his own expense. If the plan works, he will continue to
place models . This way we will be able to fill our vacant
lots with new homes and at the same time increase our
revenue and make re-sales more attractive.

On Feb. 3 there will be a Special Meeting of the
Shareholders to discuss the issue of funding the reserves.

The Block Captains had their meeting on January 18,
2011 at the Clubhouse. There were thirteen Block Cap-
tains present and Deputy Sheriff Gary Gonsalves also
attended.

We are in need of additional Block Captains for Boca
Chica and Sandfly Court. Macia Karpowicz updated the
Block Captain lists and requested that each Block Cap-
tain check the list and make any changes to them.

The meeting was called to order at 11:30 a.m. and
was opened with Deputy Gons
salves told us that Tropical Isles Park is located within
Zone 8 and that there have been no burglaries within our
park. He further stated that there have been incidents in
and around the beach area. Robbers have been breaking
into unattended automobiles and stealing credit cards,
however, they are replacing the stolen cards with cards
credit cards stolen in previous robberies. For example, if
you have a Bank America credit card, the robbers will
steal your card and replace it with a Bank America credit
card from a previous victim. When the victim calls to re-
port a break-in of their automobile and they hurriedly
check their wallet, they will find the top portion of the
credit card exposed, but they do not pull the cards out to
check to make sure that the card is actually theirs. This
will allow the robbers a longer period of time to run up
charges on your card. The stolen credit cards are being
used in Wal-Mart, Olive Garden and Target to name just
a few. Deputy Gonsalves stated that the robbers appear
to be two Hispanic males
years old and are accompanied by a woman.

Deputy Gonsalves stated there are two free programs
sponsored by them. The first is Seniors vs. Crime, this is
for civil problems and you can call 871-5350 and the sec-
ond program is Security Survey, where a deputy will
come to your home and check out any vulnerability you
might have. They might suggest keeping shrubbery clear,
installing a secondary lock for you home. The phone
number is 871-5303.

Deputy Gonsalves discussed various types of alarm
systems, i.e., wireless, hard wired, cellular back up, mo-
tion sensors and inferred alarms.
