   Several owners inquired about the Co-op's right to 

enter a property for an inspection. Since some of the 

owners see this as an invasion of their privacy, I have 

decided to share my thoughts with you on this issue.   

 One of the functions of the Co-op and of every asso-

ciation is to enforce rules and regulations concerning ex-

terior appearance.  To maintain a certain quality and 

character of the community, it is not only the Co-Op's 

right to enforce the rules; it is the Co-op's legal obligation 

as well. 

 One of the fundamental philosophical debates 

amongst those who live in mandatory membership com-

munities is: "live and let live", and "be left alone".  How-

ever, many residents did buy property here at Tropical 

Isles knowing that they will live in a restricted community 

and that was an important factor in their decision to live 

here. While you don't think that your house needs pres-

sure washing, and it is fine just the way it is, your 

neighbors don't want to look at mold and live next door to 

a property full of weeds.  

 In the 1971 case of Stirling Village Condominium As-

sociation, Florida appellant court said:, ñEvery man may 

justly consider his home his castle and himself as the king 

thereof; nonetheless his sovereign fiat to use his property 

as he pleases must yield, at least in degree, where own-

ership is in common or cooperation with others. The indi-

vidual ought not to be permitted to disrupt the integrity of 

the common scheme through his desire for change, how-

ever laudable that change might be. "Although the Stirling 

Village case was decided in the  context of a condomin-

ium, it seems equally applicable to  the context of every 

association today.

Your 

address does not register with 911 when using a cellular 

phone It is also very important that each household have 

at least one CORDED LAND PHONE on hand (that is the 

old fashioned phone which doesn't require electricity).  

Cordless phones do not work when the power is off.  

Please 

bring some canned and boxed food that you don't need to 

our clubhouse.  We have a box in the lobby - next to the 

office.  Food will go to Treasure Coast Food Bank in Fort 

Pierce.

Block-Captains in attendance and Deputy Sheriff Glenn 

Hoffman. 

Deputy Sheriff Hoffman reminded everyone that with 

summer approaching, you should be watching out for each 

other.  Along with the C.O.P., the Sheriffôs Department will 

be doing residential house checks.  Please be aware of 

crimes of opportunity, such as items you leave outside and 

any strangers you see hanging out in your neighborhood. 

He also said there is a Census scam in the works.  By 

now most households have received and mailed back their 

census forms.  If anyone comes to your house saying they 

are from the census bureau, ask for identification, if in 

doubt call 911 to make sure they are legitimate. 

I donôt know if everyone received the same phone call I 

did from the Sheriffôs Dept. about the Nigerian Scam.  You 

would receive a letter in the mail telling you that you were a 

lottery winner and a check should be included.  They in 

turn would tell you to mail them a check for taxes and han-

dling.  Of course when you go to cash the check you would 

find out that the check is no good.  The Sheriffôs advise is 

to call the Sheriffôs Department if you receive one of these 

letters in the mail.
