 Happy Thanksgiving from our office and maintenance 

department. 

 

 "Thanksgiving Day comes, by statute, once a year; 

 But, for an honest man, it comes as frequently as 

 the heart of gratitude allows" 
 

 Landscaping is one of the easy ways to enhance curb 

appeal. Many shrubs have an average useful life of 8 to 

10 years before they become old looking and woody. 

 As you can see, there is work in progress at our en-

trance and at our middle island. Please be patient with us, 

the progress is slow, but the results will make you happy. 

 At this time we have accomplished a cooperation with 

the property on south of us. There are several trees 

planted there with a row of bushes. We have planted 

eureka palm trees which are a fast growing kind and pro-

vide thick cover as they mature. 

 We will be removing all of the accent lights and will 

mulch around the palm trees. 

 Our maintenance crew is designing new poles for 

Christmas banners that will be used instead of lighted 

decorations. Lighted decorations will be placed around 

our Clubhouse with much easier access to electric outlets. 

On behalf of all of us, I would like to thank our Board 

member, Marilyn McAfee for altering the Christmas ban-

ners by sewing another sleeve on the bottom of each ban-

ner for proper installation. Marilyn also mends all of our 

flags that are frayed so it allows us to use the flags sev-

eral times and save considerable amount of money. 

Thank you very much, Marilyn. 

 In late November, we will also decorate our flower 

beds with flowers and Christmas star plants. 

 Yard waste disposal area by our sewer plant is being 

cleaned up and clean up will continue for several weeks. 

Carlos will mow the grass, weed and level some of the 

dirt stored in that area. 

 The large Yard waste bin will cost the Co--op about 

$300.00 for one time use only, and I would like to ask for 

your cooperation in the following matter: Residents who 

hire landscaping contractors to trim bushes and trees, 

must inform the contractor/company to remove all yard 

waste and dispose of it out of Tropical Isles. Co-op pays 

for the yard waste removal and reserves the right to have 

the yard bins for the Park's use only! 

 The Tropical Isles Maintenance team has really 

worked hard this summer. Most of our scheduled mainte-

nance has been completed with some projects scheduled 

for completion at the end of this year. 

 Please welcome our new employee LeRoy Butcher 

who is working with Pete at the Maintenance Department. 

LeRoy has 30 years of experience in the maintenance 

field, and is experienced in electrical, mechanical, plumb-

ing, carpentry, appliances, painting, and drywall installa-

tion.
